YOUTH MINISTRY SCRIP GUILDLINES
Starting in the Fall of 2000, Sacred Heart youth can earn money towards specific Youth Ministry events and activities sponsored by Sacred Heart Church, Waseca.

Youth, adults and families can purchase SCRIP from Sacred Heart Church and use a portion of the profits for certain Youth Ministry activities and trips. Seventy-five percent of the SCRIP Profit can be applied to the youths account and 25% of the SCRIP Profit stays in the general Sacred Heart Church budget.
The following conditions must be fulfilled to qualify for this money earning potential:

1)
Any SCRIP obligation towards Sacred Heart School and/or the Sacred Heart Faith Formation Program must be met for the current year before money may be accumulated for extra Youth Ministry activities. 

2)
Money earned from SCRIP can only be used from Sacred Heart Youth Ministry sponsored activities and trips. You MUST use the money towards the cost of the actual trip and not for spending money or to earn money for one’s self.

3)
Profits from SCRIP can only be used on Youth Ministry activities and trips that cost $100.00 or more to attend or participate. Such activities could include, but are not limited to; National Catholic Youth Conference, World Youth Day, Region VII Leadership Camp, Jr. & Sr. High Summer Festival, Mission Trips and other activities. 

4)
The person(s) receiving credit for SCRIP sales must set up their account with the SCRIP bookkeeper.* It is up to the individual(s) receiving credit from SCRIP sales and their family to keep track of what profit is and to contact the SCRIP bookkeeper in advance when they need money to help pay for Youth Ministry activities. 

5)
The Sacred Heart Youth Ministry Office and its staff will not be responsible for tracking money, getting money from the SCRIP bookkeeper or any of the type of record keeping. It is the responsibility of the person(s) earning money and the SCRIP bookkeeper to work together to determine their financial situation.

6)
People may purchase SCRIP and give the credit to someone else if they wish. At the time of purchase, they must either have a specific name of someone they would like to give the credit to or they can give their credit to someone who is in need and the Youth Ministry Office can help determine those people.

7)
Only the profit that is already earned from SCRIP sales may be used from Youth Ministry activities. We will not accept future obligation or pay for current needs.

8)
There is no limit to the amount of money that can be accumulated from SCRIP profits, but money earned must be transferred and credited to a pre-registered event by May of each year by the designed individual(s).
